B.
Deeply concerned that the "reconstruction" is a way of destroying cultural and historical values of Belarus and neighbor-countries,
С Aware of the fact that due to the "reconstruction" Hrodna loses its attractiveness for tourists,
D.
Further noting that Belarus doesn't have institutions specialized on restoration of historical buildings,
E.
Convinced that the officials who hold on the "reconstruction" break the laws of Belarus,
F.
Disturbed that the real reason of the "reconstruction" is selling the land in the center of the city and getting money,
1. Calls for the General Plan of Hrodna (2003) to be fulfilled.
2. Supports the creation of an initiative group to held a local referendum on the issue.
3. Encourages a dialogue between governmental structures and NGOs.
4. Endorses organizing actions interesting for large masses of people:

A.
Fully alarmed that 2 million children throughout the world are trafficked every year;
B.
Deeply concerned that poverty is the main cause of children trafficking
С Emphasizing that slavery continues to prosper nowadays depriving children of their basic human rights:
D.
Further noting that kidnapping, blackmail and sometimes adoption are among the top traps to get enslaved;
E.
Aware of the fact that today's world is plunged into sex tourism, which stimulates the demand for children prostitution, trafficking and slavery;
F.
Keeping in mind that the non-registration of children is a global problem (23 per cent in Central and Eastern Europe, the CIS);
G.
Realizing the lack of information about the existing problem both among adults and children, and also paying attention to a great amount of pornographic materials in the Internet;
H. Noting with regret the consequences of sex trade and child prostitution, which results in health disorders and psychological trauma.
1. Encourages the multi-level cooperation and collaboration within and between EU member states;
2. Recommends the establishment of the CTRC (Children Trafficking Rehabilitation Centre) which is to deal with several issues:
i.
legitimacy,
ii.
health,
iii.     psychology, 

                   iv.        education;
3.
Draws attention to introducing and enforcing special efficient laws to protect children from sex trade and combat children trafficking in particular:
i.
improvement of border-crossing laws;
ii.        adoption laws, 

iii. strict punishments for both perpetrators and “consumers”

4. Calls for involving children into extra-curricular activities in order to prevent them from spending time on the streets;
5. Approves the creation of a centralized database to register the arrivals and departures of tourists (potential 'consumers' or victims of trafficking) and check visas to make sure they are not falsified;
6. Supports strengthening public information campaigns to target the demand side, the sex exploiters;
7. Insists on ensuring affordable and forgery-proof birth certificates for the poorest members of the society followed by regular control;
8. Calls for carrying out information campaign, which contain explanation about:
i.
illnesses,
ii.        children's rights, 

iii.       kidnapping problem, iv.       existence of CTRC;
9. Further resolves free medical and psychological help provided by professional stuff organized in the form of personal and group discussion.

Deeply concerned by the fact that the Belarusian President makes changes on national level without consulting the people and tries to consolidate all the power,
B.
Noting with regret that the President alters history according to his national ideal,
С Emphasizing that the street names as well as monuments carry information for future generations,
D.
Bearing in mind that too many streets have politically influenced names,
E.
Realizing that the Belarusian taxation income is mostly spent on non-urgent matters despite the people's need,
F.
Taking into consideration that the feeling of national identity has been at a relatively low level for a long time,
G.
Observing the increasing economic and cultural isolation of the Republic of Belarus,
1. Encourages changing the politically influenced street names by way of public voting (" Swiss Model");
2. Designates that history books should be free from any political influence;
3. Further recommends to avoid politically influenced names of streets in future;
4. Requests decreasing the military budget and spending money on more important issues than that;
5. Proclaims a raise of national identity by the following means: 
     i.   raise life standards,

Keeping in mind scientific forecasts that the Greenhouse effect caused mostly by gas emissions may add from 1.4 to 4 degrees to the Earth's climate by 2030 that will lead to serious changes in weather.
B.
Admitting that the production of solid wastes is increasing rapidly and more wastes that are difficult to dispose of are being produced,
C.
Fully alarmed by the fact that pollution destroys the ozone layer of the planet and causes illness and death rates to increase,
D.
Emphasizing that oil, gas and coal will not last forever, whereas 94% of the world's energy today comes from fossil fuels,
E.
Taking into account that acid rains are destroying forests, lakes and even historical buildings,
F.
Deeply regretting that pollution and destruction change the balance of nature and a lot of rare species are becoming extinct,
G.
Recognizing that lakes on several continents are shrinking because of human activity, 

H. Noting with deep regret that the world's rainforests are facing a total disaster.
I. Realizing that weak obligations and poor implementation reduce international environmental treaties' effectiveness and gaps in their coverage remain significant.
1 Insists on using recycling technologies;
2 Strongly recommends developing new technological advances that will help to prevent pollution from older ones:
i)    improving the effectiveness of treatment plants and facilities; ii)  using biological controls instead of pesticides in agriculture: iii) finding new ways to dispose of solid wastes:
3 Proclaims conserving Earth resources;
4 Supports encouraging and subsidizing scientific researches on environmental problems and attracting public attention to them;
5 Suggests replacing fossil fuels and nuclear energy by solar, wave and geo-thermal energy where possible;
6 Encourages creating long-term aid projects for the countries of the Third World;
7 Approves protecting rare animals and plants by law and taking strict measures against poaching;
8 Requests opening more national parks and planting more new forests;
9 Draws attention to banning CFCs (chlorofluorocarbons):
10 Invites reducing pollution from automobile engines;
11 Asks for restricting the diversion of the inflowing rivers for irrigation;
12 Proposes developing international co-operation in conserving biodiversity and in combating complex environmental problems.

The problem of Visas for entry of CIS citizens to the ЕU: Should visa free, or simplified visa procedures be developed? What; procedures should be offered to Ukrainian citizens to enter the EU in response to the Ukrainian Government's unilateral suspension of Visa requirements for EU citizens?

A.
Taking into account that visa processes require a lot of time and funds, and are an obstacle for CIS citizens for realization of the right of free movement as declared to be a basic right in the UN Convention on Human Rights (1948) signed by all of the states of the EU,
B.
Aware of complex procedures in some steps of the visa process which may result in bribes (e.g. in order to speed up the process) and other unwelcome consequences,
C.
Considering that on the one hand visa free zones are the best way to develop international educational, cultural and economic cooperation in a more effective way, while on the other hand they may result in a rise of criminality affecting visa free regions.
D.
Bearing in mind that short-term visas do not allow free movement for those citizens·of the CIS who have no contacts in the EU to provide invitations (which are often an essential part of the visa application procedure),
E.
Deeply disturbed by the requirement for payment for issuing a visa for most of the CIS citizens, as it is immoral to require money for the realization of a basic right,
such as a right for free movement,
F.
Emphasizing that visa free travel attracts tourist and investment flows, which leads to increases in the budget of the host country;
1. Strongly recommends that the EU and CIS agree on an aim to establish visa free movement between them,
2. Urges that the first steps towards visa free travel between the EU and CIS be the simplifying of visa procedures, by methods such as:
i.      less documents requested
ii.     introduction of a zero cost visa for some categories like scientists, students and persons connected with culture, и
3. Emphasizes the importance of a more productive cooperation between the CIS and the EU countries, for example by further development of "Plan Action D" (Dialogue, Debate and Discussing) projects,
4. Proposes that until visa regimes are abolished, there be more efforts to reduce corruption within the visa issuing process, from the side of consulates, than occurs nowadays, 
5. Further invites deeper cooperation between the EU and the CIS in controlling crime and migration.

Realizing the consequences of selling BelTransGas to Russia,
B.
Taking into consideration that Belarus depends on Russian gas supply,
C.
Keeping in mind Russia's intention to sell its gas to EU countries because prices there are much higher (49$ in Belarus and more that 200 $ in the EU),
D.
Noting with deep concern that the relationships between Russia and Belarus are mostly based on mutual economic interests,
E.
Noting with regret that Belarus doesn't have the opportunity to take credit so as to cope with the forthcoming price rise,
F.
Recognizing that the waste of energy in industry and households is about 20% of the total energy consumption,
G.
Realizing that buying new energy-saving equipment is not possible right now, 

H. Taking into account that 95% of all the energy in Belarus comes from gas,
I.   Aware of Russia's will to possess BelTransGas,
J.   Contemplating the fact that Belarus lacks investment into development of renewable
sources of energy, energy-saving and energy-efficient technology, 

K. Bearing in mind that building a nuclear power plant can't give Belarus energy
independence as it has to buy uranium from Russia,

L.  Declaring that the Belarusian economy is not ready to buy Russian gas for a market price, M. Deeply disturbed that Belarus can't influence Russian's intention to raise the cost of gas
for Belarus;
1. Recommends energy saving in industry and households;
2. Urges investment in renewable sources of energy, energy-saving and energy-efficient technology;
3. Resolves to fix water, gas and heating meters in households;
4. Endorses educational courses in schools, universities, plants and factories, informing people how to save energy;
5. Invites the creation of an advertising campaign urging people to save energy;
6. Strongly recommends spending the money planned for building of a nuclear power plant on development of alternative sources of energy, energy-saving and energy-efficient technology.
